












Everyone in the company has embraced the recycling schemes, 
whole heartedly; we are obviously all now used to separating 
waste, as we all have to in our own homes. There is very little 
waste produced in the offi ce that is not recycled.

Our local council has now introduced a waste collection for 
items to be recycled and we employ Leicester Paper Processing 
to take away our secure waste for recycling. We bag up this 
waste separately and attach security tags, prior to collection. 

Our pledge to plant trees in managed forests and woodlands 
has continued, with a payment being made to the Tree Appeal 
last month; we’re delighted to support this worthy organisation 
and will continue to do so throughout 2008.

Although we have never announced it before, the paper we have 
this very newsletter printed on, is made from 100% recycled 
material and all our printed stationery - since our offi ce move - 
carries the FSC logo. This means that the origins of the paper can 
ultimately be traced back to its roots – the forest of origination. 

The FSC stamp provides assurance that the paper is manufactured 
from material sourced from forests certifi ed according to strict 
environmental, social and economic standards. FSC, founded 
in 1993, is an international, non-governmental organisation 
dedicated to promoting responsible management of the world’s 
forests. The organisation ensures that the trees harvested are 
replaced or allowed to regenerate naturally.

The Forest Stewardship Council’s membership includes; the National 
Trust, Friends of the Earth, Greenpeace UK, The Woodland Trust, The 
Forest Management Foundation and WWF UK.  The FSC is founded 
on inclusive and shared responsibility for proactively managing 
and sustaining the environment on which we all depend. 

Through the Chain of Custody (everyone involved in the 
supply chain) the FSC ensures that everyone involved in the 
production of forest items works to protect and sustain the 
natural environment.

Our recycling efforts

On 6th June this year three advisers and our MD will be 
undertaking the Three Peaks Challenge, taking in the 
mountains of Ben Nevis, Scafell and Snowdon, all within a 24 
hour period. There are varying degrees of walking experience 
amongst them but Phillip Bray, Peter Stanley, Darren Ward 
and Robert Elmes will be accompanied by a client, Tony 
Thorley, who is an experienced hill walker and has already 
completed the challenge on two previous occasions.  Training 
regimes have begun in earnest with Darren choosing to build 
up strength and stamina in his local gym. “I have done some 
hill walking but not recently, so I’m keen to build up some 
stamina, I know it’s going to be tough, it certainly won’t be 
a walk in the park”.

The challenge will cover 26 miles of walking and ascents of 
over 4,395 feet, in the case of Ben Nevis with over 10 hours 
driving to be done too. The team have sensibly drafted in 
two additional volunteers to do the driving for them. Phillip’s 
father John Bray, and Mark Hyland will undertake the 
important task of ferrying the walkers between mountains. 

“We are very grateful to the two drivers; I think we will have 
enough on with the walks, without having to concentrate on 
driving as well, and it certainly makes sense from a safety 
point of view,” said Peter.   

The Four Corners nominated charity ChildLine will benefi t 
from the money raised and a page has now been set up on 
the Just Giving website. On this very popular website the 
donations are processed in ‘real time’ by Barclays. Funds are 
then paid into a legal trust account and transferred to the 
charity by the end of the week. All UK taxpayers can opt for 
the donation to be Gift aided, whereby tax relief is allowed 
on any donation.
